Not everyone can be elected to an office, but there are many other activities available.  Delegates can participate in running a daily newspaper, be a part of a fully functioning Court System, General Assembly (House and Senate), and Law Enforcement System.  If you have musical interests and experience, The American Legion of Iowa Boys State offers the opportunity to play and/or sing in The American Legion of Iowa Boys State Band or Chorus.
The American Legion of Iowa Boys State is a richly rewarding and educational program that has prompted many former participants to seek careers in public service.  Selection serves as testimony to a participant’s character and leadership skills and is an experience recognized by employers and service academy and university admissions boards as an indicator of strong leadership and character traits.

This year, The American Legion Post 430 of Durant, Iowa will be selecting boys who have completed their junior year to attend the annual American Legion Boys State scheduled for June 23 – 28, 2024 to be held at Camp Dodge (near Johnston, Iowa).  Post 430 covers the cost of the delegates to attend.  There is no charge to the delegates.

An application form is attached.  Please fill out and mail to me.  My address is on the application form.  I need these in my possession by February 28.  At that time the selection committee at Post 430 will review the applications and select the individuals to attend Boys State from Post 430.  After the selection has been completed, Post 430 members will meet with those selected and their parents to communicate instructions on how to register for Boys State.  It is the responsibility of the selected individuals to register.  Registration is simple and is done on line.  Registration must be completed on line prior to April 1, 2024.
In addition, the selected delegates will be asked to read the names of deceased veterans at the Memorial Day Ceremonies at the Durant Cemetery.
